Add your Smart WiFi Plug to your App

1.	 Insert your Smart WiFi Plug into a power point. 
When you first insert the Smart WiFi Plug into the 
powerpoint it will flash red once then turn blue.

2.	Open the BrilliantSmart App, tap ‘Add Device’  
(if empty room) or ‘+’ to  
add your Smart WiFi Plug.

3.	Select ‘Electrical Outlet’  
in the list of devices. 

4.	Press and hold the manual 
control button on your Smart 
WiFi Plug for 5 seconds until 
you hear a click then release 
the button. Light blinks then 
goes blue. Press button once 
again and now the red blinks 
rapidly (2 times per second).

	

6.	Once connected you’ll get 
a menu ‘Adding device 
succeeded’.

	 Select the room device  
and press ‘Done’.

	 You can click on the pen to 
change the device name.

7.	Now you can plug in a  
light or any other device  
into your Smart WiFi Plug. 
This will be controlled by  
your App.

	 If it’s blinking rapidly then  
press ‘Confirm indicator  
rapidly blink’. It will start  
connecting.

5.	Enter your WiFi password.

8.	If unsuccessful click  
‘How to make indicator  
rapidly blink’ and  
follow the steps.

	 If still unsuccessful remove 
the Smart WiFi Plug from 
the powerpoint. Wait 20 
seconds then try again.

	 Using your BrilliantSmart App you can turn this 
device ON/OFF. See over for Voice Control.

Multiple Smart WiFi Plugs

Connect one at a time  
via steps above. All other 
Smart WiFi Plugs must 
be turned OFF at the 
powerpoint.
