Only approved MARTEC speed controllers should be used for the
operation of MARTEC fans. The use of unauthorized controllers will
void the warranty.

DO NOT mix blades from one fan to another. All blades MUST be
replaced if damaged.

Marine grade 316 stainless steel requires cleaning. "TEA
STAINING" is a common occurrence with 316 stainless steel and
this is NOT a FAULT of the product and is " NOT COVERED
UNDER WARRANTY".

Important: Always operate the product from a power source of the
same Voltage, Frequency and rating as on the product Identification
Plate.

Important: The fan is to be installed so that the blades are more
than 2.1 metre above the floor.

Fan blade assembly can also be done on the floor prior to installing
on the ceiling. this can be done by placing fan on the foam insert
provided in the fan carton.

Important: Be careful not to bend the blades when installing.

Avoid contacting moving parts. Keep hands, hair, clothing well away
from the product while it is in operation.

- HOW TO ASSEMBLE

1.Secure the hanger bracket to ceiling beam or a suitable piece of
timber inserted between the ceiling beams. Martec Pty Ltd
recommends the bracket be attached with two (2) long wood screws
as supplied within the package. (See fig 1)
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INSTALLING BLADES

2.Attach the blade to the top of the motor with two (2) blade screws
and washers provided. Tighten them securely. Repeat this
procedure for all blades . (See fig 3)
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WARNING:

DO NOT MIX BLADE SETS FROM ONE FAN TO ANOTHER. IF
ONLY ONE BLADE IS DAMAGED YOU ARE STILL REQUIRED
TO REPLACE WITH A COMPLETE NEW SET.

3.Remove the ball joint fitting and the retaining pin and clip from the
down rod and attach to the fan body (feed all the cables through
the down rod). Place the retaining pin through the fan body
assembly, insert the clip and tighten the two securing screws.

4 .Place the ceiling canopy over the down rod and reattach the ball
joint fitting to the down rod.

5.Place fan into hanger bracket and align ball joint slot with hanger
bracket. Connect all cables to the terminal block attached to the
hanging bracket.

6.After wiring is completed, attach the canopy to the hanger bracket
by pushing upwards and twisting anti-clockwise. Locate screws in
keyholes and tighten. (See fig 4-1 ~ fig4-6)
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USE IN ALL SEASONS

Always ensure the fan is set to 'OFF' and the blades have stopped
rotating prior to changing the direction of the blades.

The Reverse Switch on the fan should be set on 'SUMMER'
(Forward) during warmer seasons to move the blades in an anti-
clockwise direction, and 'WINTER' (Reverse) during cooler seasons
to move the blades in a clockwise direction. ( See fig 5).

INSTALLATION OF LIGHT KIT (OPTION)

Light wires are inside motor shaft and should be retrieved by using a
pair of long nosed pliers. The light fitting must have a 10mm thread.
The light fitting is simply screwed (fig6) into the bottom housing of the
motor shaft. Connection of wires must be made inside the accessory
light fitting ensuring wiring and connections are insulated where
applicable. One fan wire and one light wire should be crimped togther
using a crimp connector, this process should be repeated.
